This club was formed for drinkers that had a boating
problem, it is restricted to 100 members, they have no
premises and their only assets are a BBQ and Temprite
(this is a refrigeration device for dispensing beer). The
Commodore is elected for one year only and the Treas-
urer must ensure that at the end of each financial year
the bank balance is zero. The club conducts a race
around the buoys on the first Sunday of each month and
during daylight saving a point score twilight series every
Wednesday, both of these events are very well sup-
ported. For the Putt Putt enthusiast a rally is held in
January, plus a number of social occasions throughout
the year. But the most unusual aspect of this club is the
number of members who race regularly in their timber
boats. The results of last season’s twilight fleet recorded,
78 boats raced of which 32 were timber, and a very di-
verse group there are. 24ft Trimaran, 2x5:5 meter,
1x30sqg meter, 3x Rangers, 4x Jubilee, a 25ft Colleen,
Swanson 37ft, 1xDiamond, 2x Couta Boats, a Schoo-
ner, plus an assortment of others.

Chocolate-filled French toast.
Ingrediants

3 eggs

185 ml (6 fl oz/ 3/4 cup) milk

1 tablespoon of castor 9superfine) sugar
A pinch of salt

1 tablespoon of unsalted better

8 slices of white bread

100 g (31/2 0z) milk or dark chocolate chopped
to serve

Icing (confectioners) sugar
Bill's French Toast recipe cont.
Method

Whisk together the eggs, milk, castor sugar and salt in a
flat dish. Heat the butter in a large frying pan over me-
dium heat.

Dip 2 slices of bread into the egg mixture, turning them
over until they are completely coated. Put them in the
frying pan and sprinkle each piece with a 1/4 of the
chopped chocolate. Soak another 2 slices of bread in
the egg mixture and put on top of the chocolate bread in
the pan to make a sandwich.

Press lightly with a spatula to seal the edges.

Cook for 3 minutes each side or until golden brown. Re-
move from the pan and serve immediately or keep warm
while you make the other 2 sandwiches.

Serve dusted with icing sugar. Serves 4
